Description CD10 is a 100 kD neutral endopeptidase and a member of the metalloprotease family. It is a 
type II transmembrane protein also known as common acute lymphoblastic leukemia antigen 
(CALLA), enkephalinase, and neprilysin. CD10 is expressed on B cell precursors, T cell 
precursors, and neutrophils. CD10 is involved in B cell development and has been shown to 
bind opioid enkephalins, bradykinin, angiotensins I and II, and other biologically active 
peptides.

Formulation Phosphate-buffered solution, pH 7.2, containing 0.09% sodium azide and 0.2% (w/v) BSA (origin 
USA). 

Preparation The antibody was purified by affinity chromatography, and conjugated with PE under optimal 
conditions. 

Concentration 200 µg/mL 

Storage & Handling The antibody solution should be stored undiluted between 2°C and 8°C, and protected from 
prolonged exposure to light. Do not freeze.
