Description CD62P is a 140 kD type I transmembrane glycoprotein also known as P-selectin, platelet
activation-dependent granule membrane protein (PADGEM), and GMP-140. It is expressed on
activated platelets, megakaryocytes, and endothelial cells. CD62P is primarily stored in
secretory α-granules in platelets and Weibel-Palade bodies in endothelial cells, and is rapidly
relocated to the plasma membrane upon activation. The ligands for CD62P are CD162 and
CD24. A primary function of CD62P is cell adhesion during neutrophil rolling, and platelet-
neutrophil and platelet-monocyte interactions.

Formulation Phosphate-buffered solution, pH7.2, 0.09% sodium azide, 0.2% (w/v) BSA (origin USA), and a
stabilizer.

Preparation The antibody was purified by affinity chromatography and conjugated with PE under optimal
conditions.

Concentration 100 µg/mL

Storage & Handling The antibody solution should be stored undiluted between 2°C and 8°C, and protected from
prolonged exposure to light. Do not freeze.
